List of Materials

I think of my art classes as ‘stress free zones’. Although I have listed brand names and specific colors, feel free to substitute comparable materials. Do not ‘stress out’ over trying to find the exact materials I have listed. 

Watercolor Brushes

I suggest this brand name and brush; Synthetic for watercolor is fine.

1” Grumbacher Aquarelle; wide flat wash brush 

You can choose various brand names   ask your dealer for comparable brushes

Synthetic round #3  #5  #8 various brands    Riggers (long thin hairs)  #4  #6  
Paint

Grumbacher Academy 7.5 mil tubes  or  Grumbacher’s Finest Watercolors or Winsor & Newton

You can choose any other brand name  Ask your dealer for comparable colors

“San Francisco Slant #360” Palette.  9 ½  X  12” ;  8 color cups plus large area to mix paint. Paint tubes are used to fill these trays. Feel free to choose any brand of paint tray.  Available at Dakota Art in Bellingham.

Paper  

I like to use cold press Arches papers; 140lb weight watercolor paper or heavier. Cold press (means textured/not smooth). I also use Arches 260lb paper available in 24 X 40” sheets. Arches rough is also an option. If you cannot find Arches ask your dealer for comparable paper. Watercolor paper is available in 22 X 30” sheets or larger. For this class the paper is 11 X 15” or ¼ sheet pieces. We also use 8 X 17” pieces. You can also choose a watercolor block for your own use. Ask your dealer about watercolor blocks and available sizes. 

Note: I usually bring the paper prepared with a drawing. We focus on painting.

Support

A piece of plywood or other hard board to support your paper. Size: Minimum of 4” larger than 11 X 15” paper. Plastic is also an option.

Masking Tape & Paper Towels

One roll of ½ masking tape to fasten your paper. And one roll of paper towels.

Hair Dryer

I always use a hair dryer to speed up the drying process. Any brand. The more power the faster it dries! Costco has good prices on dryers. Look for sales.

Where to get Supplies

Art supplies can be expensive; however there are less expensive suppliers; up to 50% to 70% less. Shop around and order free catalogs. I purchase art supplies from various sources.
